A mother with a fidgety seven-year old boy told me how
she finally got her son to sit still. Here's how: about halfway
through the sermon, she leaned over and whispered: “If you don't be quiet, Father
Bohdan is going to lose his place and will  have to start his sermon all over again!”
Apparently it worked!

“Starting all over again” in some instances is the very last thing some peo-
ple  want to do. On the other hand, some sincerely wish they could start all over
again. “If I only had another chance...”, they might say to themselves. Is there any-
thing you know you could do better? For instance, is today the day I will do my best
not to lose my temper with “so and so”; get those errands finished earlier and thus
create an extra hour for my children or loved one; do that random act of kindness
and compassion; be spontaneous with my friends and family; tell them that I love
them?

Every sunrise abun-
dantly attests to God's great generosity. These precious opportunities stem from
our Baptism whereby God makes us “new” again.
